Terms and conditions governing the use of payCOMweb
Access to payCOMweb
SIX Paynet Ltd grants the user the legitimization to access the protected Web zone of payCOMweb by means of a participant certificate on a SmartCard (issued by SIX Interbank Clearing Ltd) and the pass​word, which is sent separately (referred to below as the “means of legitimization”). The LSV+, BDD and DTA participation conditions and/or the participation agreement for the SEPA Direct Debit Scheme of the account-keeping bank apply for the access to and functionality of the payCOMweb system. 
Obligations of due care
· The user is required to keep the means of legitimization secret, to store them separately and to protect them against misuse by unauthorized persons. The password must be changed immediately after it has been received by the user and at regular intervals thereafter. The password must not be easy to deter​mine and must not be written down or stored by electronic means.

· If there is reason to assume that a means of identification may be misused (e.g. in the event of loss, careless handling, etc.), the user must immediately block access by incorrectly entering the password three times or to cause access to be blocked by the payCOMweb Technical Support.

· The user bears all the risks that arise from the disclosure of his means of legitimization or the use thereof – also unauthorized. In addition, the user bears the risk of use of the means of legitimization before the block takes effect during the period necessary for this to be done in the normal course of business.

Security

Intended use of participant certificates
Participant certificates stored on SmartCards provided by SIX Interbank Clearing Ltd are to be used solely for the purpose of authentication vis-à-vis the systems of SIX Paynet Ltd within the scope of the contrac​tual services agreed upon. Their sole intended use is the client authentication within the scope of the SSL protocol for access to payCOMweb.

The SIC Customer ID CA 1024 Level 2 is not a public CA. Participant certificates cannot be used for binding electronic signatures (in accordance with the Digital Signature Act). See also the Certification Practice Statement (CPS).

SIX Interbank Clearing Ltd and SIX Paynet Ltd waive all liability for damages or losses incurred should the participant certificate be used for purposes other than client authentication within the scope of the SSL protocol for access to payCOMweb.
